ance for us for the past year. 

They've been doing this so that 

we can get a feel for whether we 

are growing or not, and so that 

we can check in with people 

who have not been here and 

make sure they are doing ok. 

The member care team follows 

up with Kevin and Kathy's track-

ing so that the group can reach 

out to those who we haven't seen in awhile. I can not 

thank them enough for this valuable way they are serv-

ing our church. 

The good news is that we are definitely a growing 

church. Our average attendance in 2024 was 55. Our 

average attendance so far in 

2025 is 64. That is an increase 

of nearly 20% year to year! 

Our goal each year as a 

church is to increase our at-

tendance by 10%. Church, WE 

HAVE DOUBLED THAT!!!!! That 

is amazing growth for a 

church in our time. Many 

churches are simply excited to see that attendance has 

not dropped year to year. Unfortunately many are see-

ing continual declining attendance and membership. 

That's not the case for us, and it's all because of how 

amazing our congregation is and how hard we work to 

be welcoming, inviting, loving, and exciting! 

If we continue this trend, which I believe is totally doa-

ble, then by 2026 we will see 76 on average. In 5 more 

years (2030) we will have grown to over 100 on average! 

I truly believe this is possible if we continue to do what 

we've been doing. As we say in the south "No need to 

fix what ain't broken". We are neither a broken or dying 

church! We are a church that truly is on fire displaying 

the love of God to those inside and outside of our com-

munity of faith.  

In Acts 2 we read "The believ-

ers devoted themselves to 

the apostles’ teaching, to the 

community, to their shared 

meals, and to their pray-

ers...and God added people 

daily to the community". God 

is on the move at Trinity! The 

Spirit is truly at work! We are on the cusp of a bright 

future all because of you!

Trinity  United Methodist’s Candlelight Con-

certs host Lino Rivera, a classical pia-

nist, who will be performing at the Candlelight Concert 

series at Trinity United Methodist Church on Thursday, 

June 26 at 7:00 PM for 

one set with no inter-

mission.   

The performance will 

also be streamed live at 

https://trinityumcpt.org/

concerts where you will 

find a link for the Can-

dlelight Concerts Online 

and ways to donate.  

The concert will also be 

simulcast on KPTZ FM 

91.9.   

Admission to the con-

cert is free (really!), with a suggested donation $15 per 

person. You are most welcome to attend whether you 

choose to donate or not.  Half of the proceeds from this 

concert will go to Rivera’s chosen charity, Habitat for 

Humanity of East Jefferson County. 

Born in the Philippines, Rivera has performed as a solo 

recitalist, concerto soloist, chamber musician and ac-

companist on three continents. He makes it his mission 

to advocate and premiere contemporary works; to ex-

plore and meet the artistic, creative, and technical chal-

lenges of piano transcriptions; and to discover and per-

form obscure solo piano repertoire throughout the ag-

es. Rivera maintains active concert engagements across 

the country, and is a regular performer, teacher, and 

chamber music coach at music festivals here and 

abroad.  

The program will feature two types of piano transcrip-

tion or piano arrangement: 

Literal transcription is 

where the transcriber 

takes each note of the 

original work, written 

for another instrument, 

and adds an aspect or 

layer of difficulty for 

the pianist. The selec-

tion presented here is 

Bach's Chaconne in D 

minor for solo violin, 

transcribed for the pi-

ano by Brahms; 

Partition or reduction is where the transcriber could 

not possibly enhance or add notes to the original text, 

but simply adapted the extensive orchestral score for 

piano solo in an effective manner idiomatic to the in-

strument. This is the art of extracting the essence and 

meaning of the original text, and rewriting them for ten 

fingers. The selection presented here is Tchaikov-

sky's Romeo and Juliet Fantasy Overture for orchestra, 

transcribed for the piano by the Russian pianist 

Vyacheslav Gryaznov. 

 Another work in the program is a Washington state 

premiere of California pianist and composer Richard 

Cionco's Lux Aeterna (2024). From the composer’s
