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THE POWEROF BICYCLES

o M T hrough sharing our time, talents,
and resources, Trinity UMC has so many opportunities
to be in mission, locally, nationally, and internation-
ally. In September, David Engle presented at UMW a

program, The Bicycle: Liberation - World Bicycle Re-

lief.

David shared a Bicycle Timeline 8 check it out on
the UMW Bulletin Board. He asked those present to
remember their first bike and the joy of escaping from
parents to ride to the store, the park, or to visit friends.
He shared how bicycles played a role in the Suffrage
Movement and how riding
fashions.

Then the conversation turned. David shared info
and videos from World Bicycle Relief. This non -profit,
founded in 2005, donates Buffalo bikes, to students,
health care workers and small entrepreneurs. A Buf-
falo Bike, built to negotiate rough terrain and carry up
to 200 pounds, allows girls to finish chores more easily
and arrive safely and on time for school. Riding a Buf-
falo bike, Health Care workers see more patients and
farmers carry more produce to market. World Bicycle
Relief provides training to community bike mechanics
which increases their income and ability to send their
children to school. Local assembly plants also provide
training and income for men in the communities. Over
400,000 Buffalo Bikes have changed so many lives.
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UMW and a Trinity member made donations to
purchase 2 Buffalo Bikes.
